William M. Cheney - “William M. Cheney’s long printing career in Los Angeles,
California employed various imprints, primarily The Press in the Gatehouse. In 1987,
the Miniature Book Society presented Cheney with an award that praised him as: ‘A
20th century pioneer in designing and printing fine miniature books and California’s
most prolific printer of miniatures.” Glen Dawson knows Cheney well, so we turn to
him to tell us about this fine printer. ‘William Cheney is the last of the Southern
California pioneer printing greats, outliving Saul Marks, Grant Dahlstrom, Richard
Hoffman, Ward Ritchie and Wallace Nethery, Dawson writes. ‘William was born in
Los Angeles, November 28, 1907. In 1920 he started working as a shipping clerk at
Dawson’s Book Shop.” Dawson continues, ‘William’s printing career was over a fifty
year period from 1933 to 1983. He had periods of employment with the Artesia
News, Douglas Aircraft, Saul Marks and Grant Dahlstrom, but most the time he was
self-employed. For many years William printed for Dawson’s Book Shop; sale
announcements, business cards, stationary, bookplates, and all kinds of job printing’
This led Dawson to commission Cheney to print and bind Dawson’s Book Shop’s and
Cheney’s first miniature book, a 1949 edition of the Gettysburg Address.” Bradbury,

Perhaps Bradbury should be
amended to include a new publisher (there is no entry for the Seahorse Press)?

Irwin does
everything but the printing for her books, even writing some of them. She shared the
binding responsibility over time with Hugo Grummich and then when he retired, she
took over his binding shop. Irwin set goals for her press: ‘I have no desire to publish
exotic or experimental bindings or to make small and smaller books. Mot of all, I
want my books to be readable and have text that is really worth reading, I want the
bindings to be traditional and beautiful. The emotion I hope to create in my miniature
books is delight.”” Bradbury, p. 155. Bradbury records 99 miniature books under the
Mosaic Press imprint. Irwin brought together more than 50 publishers “on her family
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tarm in Trip City, Ohio i 1983. This gathering became the first Grand Conclave. Irwin
served as Miniature Book Society president from 1987-1989.”

Miniature Book Society competition. His third miniature book contains Eichendorff’s
tamous poem Moonlight in English and German with enchanting illustrations by Mrs.
Erika Patocka. It also won the 2021 Miniature Book Society competition. His fourth
miniature book contains the text of Robert Burns’ Awid Lang Syne in English and
German, and the hand-painted illustrations of Austrian artist Philipp Stastny, former
sculptor at St. Stephans Cathedral in Vienna. Doctor Hiipfel wrote the text of his first
and second books, and selected the text and translator the the third and forth titles.
Hupfel choses the illustrators, but does the binding himself by hand. Each edition is
limited to 10 copies.

Hamady joined the faculty of the Art
Department at the University of Wisconsin in Madison in 1966 and since then has
been making paper, writing poetry, and creating books. Hamady’s books receive much
praise. Two miniature books are part of his output. Monica Strauss reviewed
Hamady’s second miniature book in the issue of Fine Print for July 1981. “Walter
Hamady’s History of Perry Township ... represents the kind of tour de force
bookmaking that is a Perishable Press specialty,” Strauss wrote. “Here, both book and
text illustrate how effective games of scale can be as pedagogical devices. ... The text,
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set by ‘hand and tweezer’ in 6 pt. Sabon, is so crisply printed on Shadwell paper that
reading presents no problem. Enlivening the narrative are a delightful series of tiny
illustrations drawn from Hamady’s huge stock of printer’s ornaments. Brilliantly
integrated into the text itself, they offer another demonstration of the printet’s
virtuosity.””

Poole Press and Rebecca Press - The book offered here under Poole Press is a
joint production of the Poole Press and the Rebecca Press. “Maryline Poole Adams
publishes miniature books under her imprint Poole Press in Berkeley, California. She
designs, illustrates, letterpress prints, and binds her books. Adams illustrates her books
with her original line drawings, linoleum cuts, woodcuts, or wood-engravings. Adams
is one of the partners of Splendid Press so her work can also be seen in the books
under that imprint Poole Press books are widely praised by collectors. Charlotte Smith
(Tamazunchale Press) said, ‘Maryline’s creations of pop-ups and toy books are unique.

Press in the Gatehouse - The Press in the Gatehouse existed from 1962-1974.
Lawrence Clark Powell and Glen Dawson were involved in setting up William Murray
Cheney in the Press in the Gatehouse in the grounds of the William Andrews Clark
Memorial Library in the West Adams district of mid-town Los Angeles. Cheney had
had a print shop on La Cienega Boulevard, but when rents increased, the noted
bookmen negotiated with the University of California at Los Angeles to dedicate
some space at the Clark Library compound. The idea was that Cheney would print
material for the Clark Library - announcements, invitations, and other ephemera as
well as more substantial items such as lectures offered at the venue. Cheney was to
print for the Library, but was free to work on his own projects as well. Cheney
himself printed from 1933 to 1983 - fifty years - and is known to have taken a playful
attitude to his imprints. His works were allegedly printed in Tujunga, Alhambra,
Pasadena, Malibu, Glendale, Eagle Rock, Casa Grande, and Long Beach. In his
Autobiography published by Dawson’s Book Shop in 1983, Cheney remarked: “To
round out this autobiography Glen wants a Bibliggraphy, by which 1 suppose he means
a recital fall the pamphlets, broadsides, manifestos, programs, errata slips, and such-
like ephemera, that I have printed over the past fifty years... As for bibliography, I see
no point in worrying my failing memory about bits of printing, when the whole race
of the Research Librarians is out there keeping better track of such things and more
likely to have specimens of them than I, who casually lose whatever I have not given
away.” Autobiography, pp. 19-20. Thus any attempt to catalog material printed by
William M. Cheney typically ends in clouds of mystery.

(1901-1973), was University Librarian at the University of California, Berkeley for
twenty-three years until his retirement in 1968. “The twenty-three years during which
[Coney] held this post encompassed a great period of growth of the University and its
libraries. The Library at Berkeley grew from about 1,300,000 volumes to more than
3,000,000, and its career staff increased from about 175 to well over 400. Don Coney
became one of the important reasons for Berkeley achieving high distinction among
the universities of the world. He created the University Library as it is known today,
and it remains his achievement.” See: the Online Archive of California record for the
Coney papers. In an interesting aside, Powell remarks on “Our Four Graces - Nell
Branch, Katherine Ball, Margaret Buvens, and Ruth Rogan - [who] preserved that
moral tone which disappeared when the Council was masculinized.”

She is a past president of the Amalgamated Printers’ Association, which has a national
membership of about 150 letterpress printers. IN 1986, Kent wrote: ‘Six years ago 1
bought a small hobby press, and two years ago we imported a 1840 Albion from
England. We operate these presses as a family project.” Publishing miniature books is
certainly a family affair for the Kents as four of her children have published books
and have their own press names: Zachary Kent (Press of the Grim Reaper, Susannah
(Susie) Kent (Tarantula Press), Robert Kent (Robot Press) and Clark Kent under his
own name.”

Press of the Indiana Kid - found in Bradbury under “Indiana Kid, Press of.”” “James
Lamar Weygand of Nappanee, Indiana calls his personal press the Press of the
Indiana Kid. Weygand is one of the six renaissance miniature book publishers in the
U. S. Weygand is a master craftsman whose work encompasses all the book arts,
making paper, writing, illustrating, setting type, printing letterpress, and binding.
Weygand was born in Nappanee in 1919 and has lived and printed there most of his
life. After graduating from Nappanee High School and spending one year at the
University of Notre Dame, he worked for the Quality Print Shop in Nappanee until
his retirement in 1969. Weygand [used] a 8 x 12 Chandler and Price platen press on
which all of his miniature books are printed. His shop is filled with other presses,
paper making equipment, paper cutting machines, a gold foil stamper, cases of types,
and an Intertype typesetting machine.” Bradbury, p. 101. Weygand also kept in touch
with many of the personal press printers in the United States over the years through
private correspondence, and published a number of profiles of other printers that
included bibliographies of their work, thus playing a key role in building a community
of personal press printers, who otherwise may have been working in isolation from
one another. “For many years Weygand wrote about them as a contributor to The
American Book Collector”” Bradbury, p. 102. See the University of Florida library website
with digitized copies of Weygand’s three books on printers’ devices.

The fore-edge paintings in I egend
of Sleepy Hollow and Wild Swans represents one of the few 20th century uses of this
technique in the US. A newspaper reporter summed up Bingham’ bookmaking.

After retiring from television in
1982, Gordon produced and distributed more than sixty limited-edition miniature
books under the Silver Thimble Books imprint. Bound entirely by hand, they
contained watercolor paintings, special covers and bindings, and slipcases. After 1987,
Murray began to tire of the run sizes and the amount of work involved in printing
letter press, and began to emphasize hand-made editions, including original
handwritten texts accompanied by original watercolor illustrations.

These types of chapbooks were peddled by traveling merchants (chapmen) who
offered cheap wares in remote villages where the inexpensive chapbooks were passed
hand to hand and were worn out from use; this title otherwise unknown other than a
copy of the original that was offered at the Olympia Fair in London in 2017 by
Antiquariat-Kunsthandlung Johannes Miiller for £1,550.
